Over the last two months, Grace Lutheran 
College Year 11 students has begun a brand new 
robotics program, collaborating with Queensland 
University of Technology (QUT) to build robots from 
beginning to end using Arduino and Baby Orang-
utan circuit boards, commercially available parts 
and hand cut hardware.
